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A Message from OPD Chief Val Demings — As we get ready to celebrate the joyous holiday season,
please take a moment to review the following holiday safety tips. Crime does not take a holiday. We can never be
too careful, prepared or aware.

SHOPPING
e Be extra cautious about locking doors and windows when you leave the house, even for a few minutes.
e Leave a radio or television on so the house looks and sounds occupied.
e Large displays of holiday gifts should not be visible through the windows and doors of your home.
e Shop during daylight hours whenever possible. If you must shop at night, go with a friend or family member.
e Avoid wearing expensive jewelry.
e Even though you are rushed, stay alert to your surroundings.
e Do not carry a purse or wallet, if possible. They are the prime targets of criminals in crowded shopping areas, bus

stops and on buses.

e Avoid carrying large amounts of cash. Keep cash/wallet in your front pocket. Pay for purchases with a check or
credit card when possible.
Notify the credit card issuer immediately if your credit card is lost, stolen or misused.

e After placing and concealing parcels inside your vehicle, get in and park in another location in the parking lot before
reentering the store or mall.

e Beware of strangers approaching you for any reason. At this time of year, con-artists may try various methods of
distracting you with the intention of taking your money or belongings.

ATM
If you must use an ATM, choose one that is located inside a police station, mall or well-lighted location.
Withdraw only the amount of cash you need.
e Protect your PIN by shielding the ATM keypad from anyone who is standing near you.

VEHICLES

Keep all car doors locked and windows closed while traveling in your car.

Set your alarm.

Park as close to your destination as possible.

Never leave your car unoccupied with the motor running or with children inside.

Do not leave packages or valuables on the seat of your car. This is temptation for thieves.

Keep a secure hold on your purse and parcels. Do not put them down on the top of car in order to open trunk or
door.

e Be aware of your surroundings at all times.

New Watering Restrictions - The end of Daylight Saving Time marked the start of new irrigation
restrictions that limit watering to one day a week in Orlando and Orange County. Effective November 1,
homes with odd numbered or no addresses may water only on Saturdays, while those with even humbered
addresses may water on Sundays. Non-residential (commercial, public or industrial) properties may water
only on Tuesdays. The new seasonal rules from the St. Johns River Water Management District are
designed to ensure the efficient use of water for landscape irrigation while allowing enough water to
maintain healthy yards year-round. During Daylight Saving Time, which begins the second Sunday in
March, the water schedule will return to two days a week. If you have any questions about the water
restrictions, visit sjr.state.fl.us/.

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Orange County UF/Cooperative Extension. - 2009 Tree Adoption Program - This program is free for all
Orange County citizens (that includes City of Orlando residents) to add trees to our environment. Along with the
obvious advantages of shade and beauty, trees provide oxygen, filter, pollution, and create habitats for wildlife.
Adding trees also replenish lost canopy due to storm damage, age and development. And of course, pride of
ownership, a sense of accomplishment and increased property value are added perks. Orange County
residents must register upon arrival and provide proof of Orange County residency (such as driver’s
license, photo I.D., or utility bill). Trees are distributed on a first-come, first-served basis. The give-away
supply is limited to two 7-gallon trees per household.

The United States of America is a “federal republic” form of government. A republican form of
government takes its name and inspiration from the Roman Republic, There are different types of
republics. Some are governed by a constitution, known as constitutional republics, are often
headed by a President, and may include branches of government overseeing legislation and
judiciary matters. Others are collectives of numerous states, as in the case of the United States,
and these are known as federal republics. Parliamentary republics like the United Kingdom have a
separate head of state and a head of government who share powers with each other and with a
parliament, while Islamic republics are run in accordance with Islamic law.

The strength of the republican form of government relies on the people involved. In some
countries, like the United States, citizens are extremely active in their governments, working to
reform things they dislike, participating in elections, and holding officials accountable for their
actions.

Since most Americans have more daily contact with their local governments it is important for
citizens to stay informed and engaged with their City or county government. One of the best ways
to stay informed about what is happening with the City of Orlando is by attending or
viewing the bimonthly City Council meetings.

The Orlando City Council meets every other Monday, starting at 2 p.m. For a schedule of the City
Council meetings, visit cityoforlando.net/cityclerk/citycouncil/calendar.htm. The monthly
Council meetings are also listed in the calendar section of this Briefing. The City realizes that not
everyone’s schedule allows them to attend City Council meetings, so an alternative to attending
the meetings is watching it live on your TV or computer. City Council meetings are broadcast live
on Orange TV (Bright House cable 199) and through the City’s web site — cityoforlando.net - click
on “Watch Orlando on TV” in the right hand column on the City’s homepage or go directly to
cityoforlando.net/council.htm.

Through the City’s web site, you are able to view several past City Council meetings. In addition to
the live broadcast on Mondays, the Council meetings are televised during the week after the
Council meeting on Bright House Cable 199. For a schedule of when City Council meetings are
being televised go to orangecountyfl.net/cms/ORANGEMEDIA/otv and type in City of Orlando in
the search box for a schedule.
